The Breaking of the Bread

The cup we take is a sharing in the blood of Christ.
Christ is the true Vine.

The bread we break is a sharing in the body of Christ.
Christ is the Bread of Life.

Jesus, Lamb of God, have mercy on us.

Jesus, bearer of our sins, have mercy on us.

Jesus, redeemer of the world, grant us peace.

We say together:

Lord, we come to your table, trusting in your mercy and not in any
goodness of our own.

We were not worthy even to gather up the crumbs under your table,
but it is your nature always to have mercy, and on that we depend.
So feed us with the body and blood of Jesus Christ, your Son, that
we may for ever live in him and he in us. Amen.

Come to this sacred table,

not because you must hut because you may;

not to declare that you are righteous, but that you desire to be true
disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ:

not because you are strong, but because you are weak;

not because you have any claim on heaven’s rewards, but because in
your frailty and sin

we stand in constant need of heaven’s mercy and help.

Why Holy Communion ? John Wesley, a founder of Methodism,
said that is was the duty of Christians to receive Holy Communion as
often as possible. He believed it should be a constant practice and he
took the sacraments several times each week. He said that Christians
were obliged to receive the signs of Christ's body and blood in
remembrance of his death, until the end of the world. For him, taking the
communion was a converting ordinance, leading us into deeper faith,

‘The Father there revealed his Son,
him in the broken bread made known.’

He noted that this command was given by Jesus when he was just laying
down his life for our sakes. They are, therefore, as it were, his dying
words to all his followers. How could we refuse the dying wish of our Lord
Jesus ?



Information about Communion

Communion is now received and you will be invited forward. At the
distribution the minister will say words of administration to which the
communicant may reply, AMEN.

If you would like communion brought to you, please remain in your
seat and inform the communion steward.

All are welcome, to receive the bread and wine, but if for any reason
you do not wish to receive, then please bring this order of service with
you and hold it in your hand. The minister will then know not to offer the
sacrament to you and will say a prayer of blessing instead.

Children at Communion. Children are welcome to take communion.
The Ministers will be pleased to speak with children and adults about
growing our appreciation of the sacrament.

Confirmation. You do not have to be confirmed to take communion
in our church.

If you would like gluten free bread. Please advise the minister at the
administration.

If you wish to partake only of the bread, take the chalice or glass as
it is presented and then give it back without drinking.

You are welcome to intinct, by holding the wafer and dipping the tip
of the wafer into the chalice. Please ensure that you dip only the tip of the
wafer, you must not allow your fingers to touch the wine.

Prayer for Christian Healing

In our services of Holy Communion everybody is offered the opportunity
to receive a prayer for Christian healing. If you wish to receive this prayer
please cross your arms over your chest when you come forward to
receive the bread and the wine. Before administering the bread and wine
the minister will pray the following prayer

‘In the name of God and trusting in his might alone, receive Christ’s
healing touch to make you whole. May Christ bring you wholeness
of body, mind, and spirit, deliver you from every evil, and give you
his peace.’
